Following the 9th International Symposium on Fossil Algae held in Zagreb, Croatia, 2007, the 10th Symposium will be held in Cluj-Napoca, Romania, from Monday 12 to Sunday 18 September 2011. 

Two field-trips are planned: a pre-symposium field trip to East Carpathians, and a post-symposium field trip to the NW part of the Transylvanian Basin.

· Calcareous algae of the Upper Jurassic-Lower Cretaceous deposits from Cheile Bicazului (Bicaz Gorges) and Lacu Roşu area, Hăghimaş Mountains. Type locality of Macroporella pratrurloni Dragastan.

· Mesozoic limestones from Dâmbovicioara region (estern part of the Getic Carbonate Platform). Spectacular Upper Jurassic hardground, and Urgonian calcareous algae. Visit to Bran Castle (a supposed Dracula castle).
· Middle Miocene red algae from the western border of the Transylvanian Basin and Upper Cretaceous algae from Gilau Mts. border.
